The theatrical troupe of Hearing Voices Network was established in Athens in 

October 2022. It serves as a space of gathering, conversation, and careful 

exploration of fundamental theatrical techniques. The troupe's focus and concern lie 

in the creation and sharing of performing events, as well as in the theatrical 

education of its members. We uphold the core values of the Hearing Voices Network, 

such as mutual respect and equal participation. Though the troupe's orientation is 

primarily artistic and social rather than therapeutic, the repertoire of theatrical 

techniques that we practice is open to all approaches. So far, we have drawn 

inspiration from physical and devised theater, qi gong, somatic practices, Boal's 

theatre of the oppressed, and Playback Theater.
